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The overall aim of the Thailand 1% Fund (to be known as the ‘Fund’) is to provide ‘start up funding’ to small community based (grass roots) projects and/or groups, who may have difficulty conforming to the more stringent requirements of large donors.  However, as our ‘Fund’ is relatively small, we want to ensure that the money is well spent, that it has a positive benefit to the community and/or groups of individual people and limits any negative impact on the environment.  
The criteria for selecting the projects we support are listed below, although exactly what is funded depends on the reason for your project, the information you provide, the geographical spread and the types of projects (i.e. balance of training, income generating, environmental, urban, rural etc.).  Sustainability is also a key consideration; we would prefer to fund projects that are able to continue once our funding is spent! 

· We support projects up to a maximum of 20,000 Baht. 
· We support projects receiving funding from other sources.
· We encourage proposals generated by and benefiting communities. 

· We encourage proposals based on shared decision making. 

· We require an assessment of the project’s impacts on gender relations. 

· We require an assessment of the project’s impacts on the environment. 

· We can support activities outside of Thailand (such as Burmese related issues). 

· We expect a contribution ‘in kind’ or ‘in cash’ from beneficiaries. 

· We will contribute to the same organisation on more than one occasion, but not for the same project.
Restrictions:

· If your project needs more than 20,000 Baht the other donors should be listed on the application form.  
· We cannot fund projects to be carried out by government agencies, although we will fund projects that take place on government premises, or led by officials acting in a private capacity.
· We cannot pay regular salaries or ongoing costs (electricity, food, stationery etc). 
· We cannot fund projects that benefit individuals (e.g. scholarships), but may fund training for an individual that will then benefit others. 
· We cannot fund charity projects where beneficiaries only receive goods or services (this is because there are many other donors who are eager to support this kind of project.
· All projects should be completed within a twelve month period, starting from the date the project is approved; exceptions can be made and will be discussed and agreed on an individual basis.
· We do not fund religious or political groups unless the project is open and accessible to all (i.e. all faiths, religions, general political advocacy for human rights rather than party political).

Other considerations:
· Keep a copy of your application form as we may telephone or email you with specific questions, if any parts are not clear; in which case you will need something to refer to, and of course, keep you on track with what you have agreed to do during the project.
· You may submit supplementary information (e.g. a more detailed budget sheet, current bank statements, leaflets about your organisation etc.)
· We ask for references; the people you list should be able to answer our questions but they should not be related or directly connected to the applicant/s.

· The ‘Fund’ committee are always available to support you through the application process, and then advise you through the project; please ask if you would like any assistance.

· The project will probably have a monitoring visit, or we will come out to help with the evaluation at the end.

· Photographic evidence before and after the project is very powerful for funders, so please keep records as you go along.  

· All financial transactions, including receipts must be kept carefully and submitted with your final project evaluation.

· The time line section of your application helps us to work out how long the project will take – from the time you are given the money until the time you submit the project evaluation form.

· The project evaluation form will be sent to you if the project is approved.

· While some cost items may be considered within a strong project proposal, they are likely to reduce your scoring; these costs specifically relate to training fees, transport and food.
If you have a project that you think is eligible for funding, download the application form (internet) or write to have one posted to you (address below).  The completed form can then be emailed or posted back. The address is: 1% Fund, PO Box 114, Mae Sot, Tak 63110
Your application will be acknowledged within 14 days of receipt.  The Fund committee will assess your application and hopefully notify you within 30 days of receipt.  

Your application will be allocated to a Fund Committee Member who may follow up with questions.  If your application is successful this person will support you throughout the project and help you to evaluate the project. (See flowchart on the next page.)
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
